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In the photo of an installation d@overed forks, you will notice that the inside of the dng light housing
overlaps the fender a little. (If you imagine tihent forks compressing their full amount, then fimader will
move up towards the driving light housing consité&ra If the brackets are not positioned so that thstance
is at least 4.5”, when the forks compress (ex.lyiba good dip in the road). The driving light howgscould
make contact with the fender.

When mounting the brackets to bikes withrerted forks, the same rule applies.

One technique that might be used to lessen thiardis is to rotate the bracket a little away frown fender so
that the driving light housing will not overlap tfender area. (Just be sure that the far sideedbthcket and
mounting screw will not make contact with the rehthe fender when the forks compress.)

Important Bracket Sizing Informatiofach bracket type is designed to fit a small eanigdifferent diameter
forks. Before installing, check to see that thecked fits around your fork. If it seems too tigjust spread it
open a little using your hands.

Installing the brackets:

1. Using the 34" long screws, assemble the bradket®iounting on
the Right Fork. (Make sure to have the head oktitew as shown for
this fork.) In some applications, you may needge the 1 %" screws
especially if the forks are at the high end ofdiemeter range for the
brackets you purchased.

Assemble the brackets for the Left Fork with theeschead on the
opposite side. Screw the nut onto the screw abalfinay as shown.

2. Place the bracket assembly around the rightdovier about
Y," or 3/8” above the bottom of the fork cover. Segethe
brackets together as you insert one of the scre#tis the cap
washer inserted onto the screw) and add one ofutseto the
other side.

Once the screws are tight, install the chrome sc@wers by
pushing them onto the cap washers. (They shouldi d&irisnap”
on.)

4. Insert the light's mounting stud into the bracké the shoulder of the stud is smaller thantk€n slide one
of the included 5/16” washers onto the stud beifiagerting into the bracket.)
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5. Once the housing is in place, slide the “U” lkeionto the threaded stud. (You may have to squitez
between your fingers to slide it up into the bragkidow add the nut that that came with your lightl tighten
against the “U” bracket until snug. (You may nelee included 5/16” washer if the nut is too smatltfte hole
in the “U” bracket.)

If you are using the Kuryakyn wiring harness, yould use a piece of two-sided tape to secure arélisly to
the top of the right fork cover.

Aiming the Driving Lights

Important: These lights are VERY BRIGHT. If youdiat night and have them aimed too high, you mvdke
oncoming drivers mad! If one of those drivers dice officer, he will no doubt pull you over agive you a
ticket!
One way to do an initial alignment is to face ybike head on to a wall. The
center of the driving lights should be about 8” &whan the center of the
headlight (if you placed them near the bottom efftbrk covers.)
Turn on the lights and measure the distance betieespots of light. Grasp the
driving lights and turn from left to right or rotatop to bottom until they seem
aligned. Now aim them down slightly if you havertheonnected to the LOW
beam circuit.

Care of the brackets: You may use any wax or polahis safe for chrome-plated surfaces.
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
